TAKE OFF BRIEFING
Today we will be doing a normal takeoff on runway 7R.  There are two of us aboard and we weigh 2200 pounds.  We will be rotating at 60 and lifting off at 65.  We will be departing the pattern to the northwest and climbing to 4500 feet.

Currently our Comm 1 radio is set to South Tower with standby on the North Tower.  Comm 2 is set to Air-to-Air and standby on ATIS.  Nav 1 is set to Phoenix.  Nav 2 is not required.

In case of any engine failure or abnormality during our ground roll we are going to power to idle and try to stop straight ahead on the runway and advise the tower of the situation.  In case of an engine failure just after liftoff with useable runway remaining, we are going to land straight ahead on the runway and stop straight ahead.  In case of an engine failure after liftoff without useable runway remaining, we are going to pitch for 76 and look for a good landing site as close to straight out as possible.  If this should occur more than 500 ft above the ground, then we will turn back for the airport.  In these situations, I will be the pilot in command, and I will ask that you assist with trouble shooting and making radio calls.
